Dear Prakash:

This is a followup for Mrs. Sisco with renal failure, underlying vascular dementia from prior stroke.  Comes accompanied with a caregiver.  Last visit in October.  No hospital admission.  Procedures done EGD and colonoscopy.  It is my understanding no malignancy.  According to caregiver, able to eat.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  No abdominal pain.  For the most part wheelchair bounded.  Chronic orthopnea, chronic lower extremity edema, hard of hearing.  No recent chest pain or palpitation.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  No falling episode.  No infection in the urine.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight Aldactone, Dyazide, potassium replacement, medications for seizures and depression.
Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 142/86, weight 193, obesity, wheelchair bounded.  Decreased hearing.  Normal speech.  No facial asymmetry.  Normal eye movements.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No pericardial rub.  Obesity of the abdomen, no tenderness.  3+ edema bilateral below the knees.

Labs:  Most recent chemistries February anemia 12.3.  Normal white blood cell and platelets, creatinine 1.4, baseline is 1.3.  Normal sodium and potassium.  Elevated bicarbonate probably from diuretics.  Normal calcium and albumin.  Liver function test is not elevated.  GFR 39 stage IIIB.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III stable overtime.  No evidence of progression.  No indication for dialysis, not symptomatic.
2. Prior acute kidney injury at the time of gastrointestinal bleeding with recent negative EGD colonoscopy, prior blood transfusion, off anticoagulation.
3. Vascular dementia.

4. Seizure disorder on treatment.

5. Anemia, does not require EPO treatment.
6. Monitor chemistries overtime.  Blood pressure is acceptable.  Come back in the next six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
