CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen today for followup; was seen two days ago, now with fever with continued congestion, decreased appetite, pulling on ears as much, still has not gotten prescription for Cortisporin from pharmacy, had the order, not able to get Ciprodex. They said last night he had some respiratory distress with nebulizer from before with relief of discomfort. Temperature today in the office of 102.1.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Otherwise uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Left tympanic membrane slightly inflamed. Pharynx inflamed. Neck: Supple without adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion except few scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
Strep test obtained in the office is positive for strep, apparently from the exposure to older sibling.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: Strep pharyngitis, upper respiratory infection, and early left otitis media.

PLAN: The patient is given amoxicillin to take in addition to Cortisporin drops prescribed before with family history of allergy to amoxicillin per mother, afraid to give penicillin to this child. Follow up as needed and with PE.
