The patient with complaints of rash in the axillary area for the past month, possibly by using deodorant, also describes reoccurred vaginal itching, trying different things over-the-counter, without female exam/well-woman exam, sexually active, but does not feel that she is at risk of STD.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Slight skin rupture with slight scaling to both axillas measuring 2 x 4 cm without exudate or erythema or evidence of cellulitis. Remainder of examination including general appearance: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Within normal limits. Lungs: Within normal limits. Heart: Within normal limits. Abdomen: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Contact dermatitis to axilla, apparent vaginal yeast infection.
PLAN: Given prescription for Lotrisone and also fluconazole pills. Advised to see OB for well-woman exam as soon as possible in the near future and make an appointment, so that she can be sure to see them even if some delay. Described no allergic condition at this point. Follow up as needed.
