The patient complains of chest congestion, cough, hoarseness, and pressure sensation of chest initially with flu-like symptoms for the past several days.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Has history of ADHD and bipolar disorder.
MEDICATIONS: See chart for medications.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Describes questionable pink discoloration of hands and feet. Described as being purple and red.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.
The patient had flu, strep, and COVID screens all of which were negative. 
FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Non-type A/B influenza with laryngitis.

PLAN: Given prescription for Z-PAK. Follow up as needed and also to follow up with psychiatrist.
