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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was on January 7, 2017, the patient was on the USS Eisenhower Aircraft Carrier.  The ship was in San Diego.  The patient was on the ship, and there was an accident, he fell down a vertical shaft.  He fell down 25-feet inside of vertical shaft.  The patient hit the head against the metal part of the vertical shaft.  He landed on the bottom of the vertical shaft.  There was complete loss of consciousness.  He had lost consciousness about the 10 to 15 minutes.  He wakes up confused and disoriented.  The patient had severe headaches.  The patient was taken by an ambulance to the San Diego Military Hospital.  The patient was seen at the Trauma Center.  The patient tells me that he had a CT scan of the head.  The patient tells me that there was no bleeding inside the head.  However, there was significant bleeding in the scalp.  He was bleeding from the scalp significantly from the top of the head.  The patient had severe headaches, confusion, and disorientation for the rest of the day.
Since the incident, the patient has significant short-term memory deficits.  The patient tells me that he had significant difficulty to remember name.  He has had naming difficulties.  The patient has word finding difficulties.  The patient will forget names to common things.  The patient would want to say something, but he is not able to find word to say it.  The patient also has chronic headaches.  The patient almost has headache everyday basis.
The patient is currently working for a medical gas company.  The patient tells me that his symptoms are affecting him to work efficiently.  Specifically, his short-term memory is effecting him to work efficiently.  He would forget about names.  He would forget places.  He had word finding difficulties at work.  The patient tells me that his performance is affected because of his memory deficits.
