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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is a patient that is 85 years old and that we have been following for a longtime with chronic kidney disease stage IV. The latest laboratory workup that was done on 02/22/2023 shows that the serum creatinine remains at 2 mg% and the estimated GFR is 31 mL/L and the patient does not have any activity in the urinary sediment and does not have significant proteinuria.

2. The patient has a tendency to develop hyperkalemia. The latest determination of potassium was 5.1. The patient is following a strict diet.

3. The patient had an episode of hypercalcemia. The latest determination of calcium is 0.9. I guess it was related to the administration of vitamin D that has been on hold.

4. Hyperuricemia. The patient continues to take Uloric 40 mg every day.

5. The patient has type II diabetes that has been under control. The patient did not feel that the Rybelsus was the right medicine for him and decided not to take it. Hemoglobin A1c is 7.9.

6. COPD that continues to have a very low lung capacity; however, the patient is functioning and is not oxygen dependent. He continued to be followed by Dr. Wong.

7. Hyperlipidemia that is stable.

We are going to reevaluate the case in four months with laboratory workup.
