This is an audio televisit.

Severe left hip pain and abnormal MRI.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient has severe pain in the left hip and it is worse upon exertion and the pain level is 5 or 6 and it is worse upon weightbearing. The patient was seen by orthopedic physician and MRI of the left hip was ordered and it showed metastatic bone disease. Meantime, the patient had urology consultation since his PSA was high and it scheduled for prostate biopsy.
I had a long discussion with orthopedic physician and urologist regarding the patient’s management. Also discussed with wife regarding the patient’s treatment plan and all her questions are answered to her satisfaction and she verbalized full understanding.

OBJECTIVE: This is audio visit as the patient is not able to come to the office and does not have video service.
ASSESSMENT: Metastatic bone disease of the left hip, probably metastasis from prostate cancer.

PLAN: Resume tramadol 50 mg one tablet two times a day as needed for one week.

Keep appointment for CT scan of the chest as ordered by the specialist.

Keep appointment with primary care as scheduled and the patient’s wife was notified that to call for the questions.
