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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 49-year-old Hispanic female that was referred to the clinic because of the presence of acute kidney injury in September 2022. Since then, the patient has recovered the kidney function. The etiology of that kidney dysfunction is unknown. At the present time, the latest laboratory workup that was done on 02/27/2023 shows that the creatinine is 0.72 and the estimated GFR is 102 mL/min. There is no evidence of proteinuria. The patient has hyperlipidemia that is under control. There is no history of anemia.

2. The patient has vitamin D deficiency that is on supplementation.

3. There is ANA positive 1:80 speckled pattern that probably does not have any meaning at the present time. Since we do not have any evidence of kidney disease, we are going to refer the patient back to the primary care physician.
