The patient was seen via Doxy. She has consented for Telehealth appointment.
SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Sheri was cooperative, appropriate, pleasant and she describes she is doing all right, but she feels drowsy in the morning and mother noticed that it may be Zoloft which she is taking in the morning may be responsible for drowsiness or may be some other medication. She is taking Haldol 10 mg in the morning, sertraline 50 mg in the morning, and Depakote 250 mg in the morning. I further discussed that it could carry effect of the night, but if it is like that then she can arrange the medication instead of taking morning to take at lunchtime. Continue with the same medication at bedtime two which she agreed. She was alert and oriented tall African American female. Her mood was euthymic. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. She denies any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. Denies any auditory or visual hallucinations. She can control her emotion and does not have any side effect.

ASSESSMENT: Schizoaffective disorder, history of posttraumatic disorder.

PLAN: We will continue Haldol 10 mg b.i.d. She can take dose of Haldol 10 mg at noon and 10 mg at bedtime, sertraline 50 mg at noon, benztropine 1 mg b.i.d., Seroquel 100 mg at bedtime, Depakote 250 mg twice a day, lorazepam 0.5 mg twice a day and Neurontin 200 mg twice a day, a 30-day supply was ordered. Risk, benefit, side effects explained. Follow up appointment was given in 30 days. Her mother also involved in her treatment and she described that she has been doing much better.

PROGNOSIS: Guarded.
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
