CLINICAL INDICATION:

Dear Dr. Sorensen & Professional Colleagues.

Keith Paiva was seen today for neurological reevaluation and followup after his initial examination in June 2022.

At that time with his history of seizures and seizure disorder, he was placed on Keppra 250 mg to begin with one and then increasing to two tablets twice a day with three refills.

Unfortunately, he was not seen in followup after that and by his report experienced difficulty in emotionally in initiating the medication because of his past history of having childhood petit-mal epilepsy with severe physical and emotional restrictions.

He was afraid that he might experience the same difficulty when taking the Keppra.

He did not take medicine for several months and then just recently suffered an epileptic fit for which he was subsequently taken to the hospital and initiated on therapy.

He is currently taking 500 mg of Keppra twice a day.

He reports experiencing some adverse emotional feelings on the medicine of anger and depression, which have improved substantially in the last few weeks.

He is continuing to take the medication and will be provided refills when they are required.
His neurological examination today is normal.
He suffered no breakthrough seizures since initiating the Keppra medication.
In consideration of his history and presentation, we will obtain a brain scan imaging study and I will plan on seeing him in return in one month to monitor his therapy and compliance repeating a Keppra level for validation so that he will have the opportunity for the return of his driving privileges.
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He otherwise had no complaints today and feels better.
I look forward to seeing him again in 30 days.
