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Echo Report

Please note that this patient has been known to have diagnosis of Marfan syndrome. About 30 years ago, the patient had an ascending aorta replaced by aortic conduit with mechanical aortic valve.

Final Interpretation:

1. Ascending aorta conduit with mechanical aortic valve is functioning adequately.

2. The mean gradient across the aortic valve is 12 mmHg. Aortic valve area is 1.07 cm2. Dimensionless index is 0.41.

3. Normal left ventricular systolic function. Ejection fraction 65%.

4. Mild to moderate left ventricular diastolic dysfunction.

5. Left atrial pressure above 15 mmHg. Left ventricular filling pressure is increased.

6. Mild mitral regurgitation.

7. Mild biatrial enlargement.

8. Markedly dilated arch of aorta at 5 cm.

9. Mechanical aortic valve appears to be functioning adequately.

10. Mild aortic regurgitation.

11. Mild to moderate tricuspid regurgitation.

12. Mild pulmonic regurgitation.

13. Pulmonary artery pressure 37/12 mmHg with mean 20 mmHg.
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
