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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 73-year-old white male that had a seizure episode with hypotension, acute kidney injury, and hyponatremia. The patient was evaluated at the Emergency Room Advent Health. He was admitted to Intensive Care. He was intubated and treated for the seizures. The imaging fails to show the presence of stroke. The medications for the seizures were adjusted and we have the latest laboratory workup that was done on 02/17/2023 in which the serum creatinine is 1, the BUN is 8 and the estimated GFR is 76.7. There was no evidence of proteinuria. The sodium also 131. The patient is still IIIA without proteinuria.

2. The patient had a kyphoplasty that was done prior to 06/21/2018. The patient has had several accidents. He had a motor vehicle accident. This accident was present while he was operating heavy machinery. There was also a history of assault in the past where he was hit in the back of the head with a heavy object.

3. The patient has a seizure disorder most likely related to the above and is followed by the neurologist.

4. He has a history of prostate cancer that has been followed by Dr. Pobi. The patient takes VESIcare for overactive bladder.

5. The patient has hypertension that is under control. Today’s blood pressure 127/77.

6. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

7. Hypothyroidism on replacement therapy. We are going to give an appointment in six months and if the kidney function remained stable, the patient will be released from this clinic.
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
