This is a history and physical examination on Paul Haye.

This patient is 62-year-old African American who recently moved from New Jersey. He does not smoke or drink. He is here to establish new PCP.

SYMPTOMS: He is complaining of vertigo and dizziness going on for last few years since he had a stroke in 2019.

He also complains of weakness of left side of the body mainly left upper extremity and some left lower extremity. He also has facial palsy on the left side.

The patient had a stroke in 2019. He was hospitalized in New Jersey for two weeks and then he spent sometime in rehab. He had left-sided paralysis. He recovered some of the function of left lower extremity and some of the left upper extremity but he has facial paralysis on the left side and drooping of the face to right.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Includes history of hypertension for last several years, history of diabetes for last four to five years, and the CVA.

MEDICATIONS: He is on losartan according to him 25 mg daily, amlodipine 10 mg daily, Lasix 80 mg daily, potassium 14 mEq daily, and carvedilol 25 mg daily.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is a tall guy.

Vital Signs: Height 6 feet 2 inch tall, weighing 200 pounds, BMI 25, and blood pressure 164/102.

HEENT: Normocephalic. Left facial paralysis and drooping of the mouth and face to the right.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck. JVP flat.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.
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Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Obese.

Extremities: No edema.

CNS: Left facial paralysis and weakness of the left upper and lower extremity more upper extremity.

DIAGNOSES:

1. Left hemiparesis.

2. Status post CVA.

3. Hypertension.

4. History of diabetes.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and draw CBC, hemoglobin A1c, CMP, and PSA. We will go ahead and refill his medications once lab is available we will make further recommendations.
