DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 73-year-old African American male that is followed in the practice because of CKD stage IIIB. The latest laboratory workup was done 01/24/2023, in which the serum creatinine is 2 and the estimated GFR is 34. The albumin is 4.3. The liver function tests are within normal limits. The serum electrolytes are normal. The BUN is 22. The patient is asymptomatic. The albumin creatinine ratio is 227 mcg/g of creatinine and the protein creatinine ratio is 481 mg. This is the highest it has been and a couple of years ago was about the same. Interestingly, the patient continues to lose weight and he does not have any complaints.

2. The patient has a history of arterial hypertension. Today, blood pressure is 143/69, the body weight is 202 pounds and the BMI is 31. The patient will continue to lose weight.

3. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

4. BPH status post TURP that was in 2001. Next time, we will check the uric acid. Reevaluation in six months.
