Mr. Hernandez comes for followup today. His hemoglobin and electrophoresis did reveal that he has beta thalassemia minor and that was the reason why his red blood cell count is so high. In this condition, the red cells are smaller than usual and to compensate the bone marrow makes more red cells so as to maintain normal hemoglobin.

DIAGNOSIS: Beta thalassemia minor.
RECOMMENDATIONS: Since the patient is well compensated with normal hemoglobin no further evaluation or treatment is required and he should do fine with a normal hemoglobin and elevated red blood cell count.
