HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 13-year-old young man who got up this morning with severe right testicular pain.

He has no medical issues and he does not take any medications.

The patient went to Dr. Goin’s office and they sent him here for evaluation.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother. No smoking. No drug use.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, awake and in mild distress because of pain.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 129 pounds. Pulse 69. Respirations 16. Temperature 98. Oxygenation 100%. Blood pressure 137/84.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

GENITAL: The right testicle appears enlarged. There is definite pain associated with the right testicle. I am not able to touch the testicle because of the severity of pain.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Right testicular pain.

2. Send the patient to Children’s Hospital Emergency Room stat. I spoke to mother to not to stop for anything else and go to the emergency room. I gave him a note to evaluate the patient for torsion ASAP.

3. Differential diagnosis includes torsion or epididymitis.

4. He tells me he has not been experimenting with any masturbation, foreign object, sex or any other abnormality, he went to sleep last night and woke up with severe pain. Never had a history of torsion in the past. Nevertheless, time is of essence, they must go to the emergency room right now to be checked and an ultrasound needs to be done to save this young man’s testicle that is why they are going to Texas Children’s ASAP with all instructions given and a note to accompany the patient to the ER.
