CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with cough and congestion for the past two days and also with pruritic rash present.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Rash in the diaper area, behind knees and antecubital area and face with over-the-counter medications for eczema without benefit.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Has been on triamcinolone 0.025% cream without benefit. States had a recent course of amoxicillin for otitis media.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Some dulling of the tympanic membranes with some loss of landmarks. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: No CVA tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
The patient had flu and strep testing performed which were normal.
IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection with history of recent otitis media and eczema by history with questionable psoriasis.

PLAN: The patient was given a prescription of Zithromax. Recommended to follow up with the pediatrician for referral to Texas Children’s Hospital for more additional treatment of recurrent rash.
