The patient presents with cough and congestion for the past few days and also with pruritic eruption to the left arm for the past four days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Scattered slightly papular lesions on trunk and extremities.

IMPRESSION: The patient had flu testing and strep with presence of type B flu and the patient also with probable contact dermatitis.

PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Bromfed DM and also Kenalog cream to apply to skin lesions with flu precautions. Follow up as needed.
