The patient with history of diarrhea, headache and stomachache, with history of diarrhea intermittent for over a month.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
Strep and flu tests obtained were negative.
DIAGNOSIS: Recurrent diarrhea, questionable irritable bowel syndrome.

PLAN: Advised to follow up with pediatrician. May need referral for Texas Children’s. Note for school to allow to use the bathroom when he has to go have a bowel movement without having any special permission. Advised stool specimen for O&P and C&S if necessary. Follow up with pediatrician as needed.
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
