The patient is seen with sister with complaints of vomiting several times since last night. No other complaints. No diarrhea. No congestion.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Decreased and poor eating reported by mother, asking for vitamins to help appetite.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Increased tonsils with slight erythema. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: 1+ epigastric tenderness without guarding or rebound. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
The patient had flu and strep tests all of which were negative.

FINAL DIAGNOSES: Pharyngitis, possible tonsillitis, with vomiting.

PLAN: Given prescription for Zofran and for azithromycin. Encouraged better eating habits, to reduce snacks and special meals like McDonald’s and to follow up with pediatrician as needed.
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
