The patient presents with history of fever, vomiting, cough and diarrhea for one day and history of asthma.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Fever of 101 recorded by mother with slight cough, congestion, vomiting, and diarrhea since the prior night, continued to today.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Asthma as above occasionally in the past.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: The patient is in mild distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly, tenderness, or guarding. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
The patient had a flu test performed in the office which was negative.
IMPRESSION: Viral gastroenteritis.

PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Zofran. Advised to increase fluids with dehydration precautions, to go to the emergency room if necessary. Follow up here or with PCP as needed; expected full recovery within the next several hours.
