The patient follows up today for removal of packing of the cyst, right lateral hip. He states he is doing well without problems.

He states he has taken medications prescribed before.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, pacemaker, post Lap procedure and diabetes.
MEDICATIONS: Metoprolol and Xarelto.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Slightly purulent discharge from the open site of I&D with removal of packing with slight residual. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.
FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Followup recurrent sebaceous cyst, right hip with I&D with removal of large amount of desiccated sebaceous material, expected to do much better without recurrence.
PLAN: Culture results were attempted to be obtained. The patient was told to continue topical care at home and to continue Betadine soaks. Follow up with PCP or here as needed. Advised to seek further evaluation if incomplete healing.
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
