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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 78-year-old white male that has a chronic kidney disease stage IIIB. During the last visit that was in November 2022, the patient was started on 12.5 mg of Jardiance and he comes today for evaluation of the condition. The patient lost a couple of pounds. 143 pounds is his body weight. The blood pressure is 136/59 and he has a creatinine that increased to 1.8, which is expected with this type of medication and eventually that has to correct. Before the creatinine is 1.7, the patient has an estimated GFR of 36 and before it was 40. The protein creatinine ratio was 340 mg/g of creatinine and the patient is in fairly good condition.

2. The patient has type II diabetes. The hemoglobin A1c changed from 7.2 in November 2022 to 7.0 is very well controlled.

3. Arterial hypertension that is under control. The blood pressure today is 136/59.

4. Anemia that is under control. The hemoglobin 11.5 with hematocrit of 38. The iron saturation is normal.

5. BPH that is followed by Dr. Onyishi. The patient has a BC urinary sediment, but I think it is related to the BPH.

6. Gastroesophageal reflux disease on H2 inhibitors.

7. Memory impairment that is managed with the administration of Aricept and memantine. We are going to see and reevaluate the case in four months with laboratory workup.

We invested 7 minutes in reviewing the laboratory workup, 15 minutes with the patient and 5 minutes with the documentation.
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
