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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 1981, in Germany.  The patient was doing a maneuver for explosives.  Suddenly a steel plate fell at the observation hatch.  The steel plate was 5000 pounds.  It fell on to the top of his head.  He instantly loss of consciousness and then he fell to the ground.  He was out of consciousness for five minutes.  He was taken to the medical.  He requires stitches on top of the head.  When he woke-up, the patient was with severely headache painful.  The patient has disorientation and confusion.  The patient tells me that he does not remember much for the rest of the day.
Since the incidence, the patient has significant headache and neck pain.  The patient tells me that he has headache on a consistent basis.  The patient has headache in the band like distribution.  The patient tells me he requires ibuprofen every single day to help the headache.  He also has significant neck pain.  The patient also has memory deficit.  His memory is not as good as previously.  The patient has short-term memory deficits.

The patient is currently a bus driver.  The patient tells me he used to be a truck driver.  He is not able to do truck driving anymore because of the severe headache and neck pain.  The patient tells me that the truck driver was much better paying job so he has to luck over the better paying job that now he is just a bus driver according to the patient.  The patient has severe neck pain it is affecting him to drive.  The headache is affecting his concentration when he is driving.  The patient has difficulty with focus when he is driving.
It is my opinion that he sustained traumatic brain injury.  In 1981 in Germany, heavy metal steel plate, about 5000 pounds fell and hit the top of the head.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient had bleeding from the scalp.  The patient required stitches.  The patient was out of consciousness for five minutes.   The patient woke up with confusion and disorientation with severe head pain.  Since the incidence, the patient has severe neck pain and headache almost on a daily basis.  The patient also has significant constant memory deficits.

On the MoCA examination, the patient missed all 5 on the delayed recall.  It is my opinion that he has sustained a traumatic brain injury.  The loss of consciousness followed by severe headaches, confusion and disorientation, and now the memory deficits with the poor delayed recall, these all signs and symptoms suggesting traumatic brain injury.
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
