CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of nasal congestion and anal pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has nasal congestion on and off and he has tried over-the-counter medication without any relief and the patient does not have any fever or chills.
The patient complained of rectal pain upon bowel movement, but past three days he has been fine and there was no blood in the stools.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or change in the bowel habits or stool color. The patient also denied any leg swelling, calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness.
OBJECTIVE:
