SUBJECTIVE: The patient is a 58-year-old female who is presenting to my office to discuss possible COVID-19 vaccine injury. The patient received COVID-19 vaccine with Pfizer back in March 2021 and received a second dose in April 2021 immediately after the vaccine injection she started having severe muscle spasm in her neck muscle, pain in her arm when she got the injection since then she has not felt any better. She saw multiple doctors including chiropractic as well she mentioned tingling and numbness of the lower extremities and right ankle drop and limping was diagnosed with bursitis and received multiple courses of steroid injections and oral. She went and saw a neurology we did workup and did MRI of the spine that was reported to be normal except for scoliosis. The patient was not seen any better until lately she felt better after one year she had to use alternative medicines including turmeric, Nato, and Pine Needle Tea.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Include left partial nephrectomy for a benign mass five years ago.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: As mentioned above.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married with two kids. No smoking. No alcohol. No drugs. She used to do bookkeeping on her own business.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father has history of kidney stone, nephrectomy, and has died. Mother passed away had heart valve issue. Her brother is diabetic.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None currently.
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REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Reveals occasional headache with brain fog and decreased memory at times. No chest pain. No shortness of breath. No heartburn. Occasional nausea. No abdominal pain. She has no dysuria. No hematuria reported. Stress incontinence. All other systems are reviewed and are negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: As mentioned above.

HEENT: Pupils are round and reactive to light and accommodation. Injective conjunctivae. Nonicteric sclerae. No cervical lymphadenopathy. No carotid bruit bilaterally. No jugular venous distention bilaterally. Moist oral mucosa. No pharyngeal erythema noted.

Neck: Supple. No stiffness or rigidity.

Heart: Heart sounds are regular rate and rhythm. Normal S1 and S2. No murmurs heard. No friction heard.

Lungs: Clear to auscultation. No crackles or wheezes heard.

Abdomen: Soft. No hepatomegaly. No splenomegaly. No guarding, rebound, or rigidity.

Extremities: There is no edema in the lower extremities and left upper extremity there is a deformity as her wrist area and bone.

Neuro: Nonfocal.

ASSESSMENT AND PLAN:
1. Status post left partial nephrectomy and kidney function apparently stable based on the latest labs.

2. Hypercalcemia. We need to do workup to rule out hyperparathyroidism or other.

3. Most likely patient has had vaccine injury from COVID-19 vaccine. We are going to put her on I-Recover vaccine injury protocol and we will reevaluate the situation in four weeks.

Return to clinic in four weeks for followup.
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
