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1. DA, 18-year-old young man comes in with five days of diarrhea. Numbers looked okay. No sign of volume depletion except for liver function tests elevated. BUN and creatinine are normal. Dr. Ali did CBC which showed a white count of 10,000. BMP was increased. Liver function in 200s. Urinalysis, gave patient Flagyl and discharged. I have not been able to contact the patient yet. I would consider some sort of imaging for increased liver function test to rule out space occupying lesion and/or gallbladder issues. I will advise the patient to make sure he sees his PCP to recheck his LFTs.
2. WC, 44-year-old gentleman with history of hypertension, CHF on Entresto, comes in with blood pressure 225/113. The patient has CBC, CMP, chest x-ray, EKG, D-dimer, and cardiac enzymes. He received hydroxyzine couple of times during the emergency room. Dr. Ali was able to bring the blood pressure down to 180/85 and the patient home on hydroxyzine and a beta-blocker. He is doing okay this morning. He is kind of groggy because of other medications he states yesterday. He is planning on seeing his physician. He liked Dr. Ali very much and appreciated him.
3. MR, is a 61-year-old woman with left ear pain and sore throat. Diagnosed with otitis media. Swab test negative. Treated with Augmentin, doing well this morning. She liked the doctor and the nurses especially she said very well. 
4. KA, 67-year-old with possible foreign body to the left arm with puncture wound. Area was opened, cleansed, and explored. X-rays showed small metallic objects throughout the left arm, but none in the area of the wound. The patient was treated with antibiotics, sent home up-to-date. Left message for the patient to call me back.

5. EF, 83-year-old woman comes in after a fall. The patient had CT scan done of her head and facial bones. Scalp laceration and facial laceration which required repair. The husband was very appreciative of Dr. Ali and the staff. No sign of closed head injury noted. Today, she is doing well.
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
