The patient with history of cough for the past week, with drainage, slight frontal headache, now with stomach pain for the past few days in the left lower quadrant with loose stools.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Attention deficit disorder and insomnia.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: History of abdominal surgery with intussusception repair at 3 years of age.

MEDICATIONS: Takes Concerta and clonidine to help with sleep.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. No wheezing. No rales. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Left lower quadrant tenderness 1+ without guarding or rebound. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
Strep and flu testing were obtained which were negative.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: Upper respiratory infection, with secondary bronchitis, with mild enteritis.

PLAN: The patient given prescription for Zithromax and Bromfed with respiratory precautions. Follow up with PCP and here as needed.
