Mr. Childers was seen regarding stroke history, seizure disorder, and high right leg amputation.

HISTORY: Mr. Childers has the right above knee amputation quite high up. He mobilizes in a wheelchair. He is generally content and happy and in good spirits. However, he has few periods of agitation and now he is on BuSpar for anxiety. He is tolerating this well and nurse states it helps him. He was briefly given Ativan, but he is no longer on that. He denies any headaches, chest pain, shortness of breath, or nausea. 

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He is not acutely distressed or ill appearing and he smiled and he was content. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 140/91, but most other ones have been much lower, pulse 92, respiratory rate 18, O2 saturation 93%, and temperature 98.2. Head & Neck: Oral mucosa normal. Ears normal on inspection. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation without labored breathing. Cardiovascular: Normal heart sounds. No gallop. No murmur. No edema. Abdomen: Nontender. CNS: Cranial nerves normal and he has right hemiplegia.

Assessment/plan:
1. He has history of seizures, which is stable with Dilantin 200 mg daily.

2. He has history of anxiety at times with episodes of agitation, but not most of the time. I will continue BuSpar 10 mg in the morning and 5 mg at bedtime. He has Tylenol available if needed for pain. He has baseline in respect to stroke history and he is on aspirin 81 mg daily. I will continue the current plan.
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
