This is an 89-year-old male who is readmitted here from here he was transferred to the hospital and then in the emergency room.  He was found on the floor and pelvic fracture subsequently he was transferred to Tertiary Care Hospital and from there he has been transferred here for rehabilitation.  He is not able to give much history.  History is taken from the nursing records but no history of nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, chest pain, shortness of breath, loss of consciousness, fever or chills.

PMH:
Significant for hypertension, peripheral vascular disease, osteoarthritis, type II diabetes, and Alzheimer’s dementia.
FH:
Noncontributory.

SH:
No smoking.  No alcohol use.  No drug abuse.
ALLERGIES:
None.

MEDICATIONS:
As per attached list.

ROS:
As per history of present illness.

PE:
The patient is conscious, alert, awake, hemodynamically stable.

HEENT:  Head is atraumatic and normocephalic.  Pupils are equal and reactive to light.

NECK:  Supple.  No JVD.

HEART:  S1 and S2 regular.  No gallop.

LUNGS:  Bilateral fair air entry.  No added sounds.
ABDOMEN:  Soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES:  No pedal edema.  Right foot has bandages.
CNS:  Moving all the extremities.  Detailed exam is not possible.
LABS & HOSPITAL RECORDS:  Reviewed.

A:
Status post fall with pelvic fracture, right foot osteomyelitis, hypertension, peripheral vascular disease, type II diabetes, and Alzheimer’s dementia.
P:
The patient had acute life threatening event for which he was hospitalized and then subsequently transferred here for rehabilitation.  He remains on IV antibiotics as per infectious disease doctor for his right foot osteomyelitis after the amputation.  Significant amount of time was spent reviewing his medical records.  His pain is controlled.  Physical therapy is seeing him.  We will continue to watch him.  He is at high risk of more falls and likelihood of him returning living independently is very low.
