DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. An 83-year-old Hispanic female that is followed in this practice because of CKD stage II. The patient has a history of arterial hypertension and hyperlipidemia and she is 83 years old, which is most likely the reason for the nephrosclerosis. The most recent laboratory workup shows that the serum creatinine continues to be 0.79, the estimated GFR is 74 mL/min, and albumin is 4.9. Liver function tests are normal and serum electrolytes are normal. Urinalysis is unremarkable.

2. The patient has a history of arterial hypertension. The blood pressure reading today is 119/54.

3. Gastroesophageal reflux disease that has been treated with the administration of famotidine.

4. Bronchial asthma that has been without exacerbation. She has a postnasal drip that is most likely related to the allergies that she manages symptomatically. She is taking NyQuil.

5. Hypomagnesemia on supplementation.

6. The patient has a glaucoma that is managed with Diamox because she does not tolerate the eye drops. The patient remains in fairly stable condition. We are going to give a followup to this lady in about six months with laboratory workup.
