HISTORY: This is an 18-year-old female here for suture removal.
The patient stated that approximately 10 days ago, she was handling some plant pots which shattered and lacerated her right thumb. She stated at the ER she had received sutures and received tetanus vaccination. She states that she is doing much better and is ready for the sutures to come out because it appears that the hand is healed well.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She denies tobacco, alcohol or drug abuse.

FAMILY HISTORY: None.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 99% at room air.

Blood pressure is 139/90.
Pulse is 95.
Respirations are 18.
Temperature is 98.1.
RIGHT HAND: Thumb on the volar surface has sutures in place with no evidence of secondary infection. She has full range of motion of her thumb with no difficulties. There is no erythema, no bleeding, no discharge.
HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
CARDIAC: No peripheral edema or cyanosis.
ABDOMEN: No guarding. No visible peristalsis.
EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. She bears weight well with no antalgic gait.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Suture removal.

2. Status post right hand laceration much improved.

PROCEDURE: Suture removal. The patient has a total of approximately six sutures in place. An 11-blade was used along with a tweezer and on occasion iris scissors was used to remove sutures.

The patient tolerated the procedure well. There were no difficulties. There was no discomfort. There were no complications. After the procedure, she had capillary refill at less than two seconds, she has full range of motion of all joints and sensation was normal. She was given the opportunity to ask questions, she states she has none.
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
