SUBJECTIVE: The patient has burning urination and dark color urine.
SUBJECTIVE: Information is obtained from the daughter who stated that the patient was having dark urine without any bleeding and she had urinalysis with few red blood cells. The patient had no fever or chills and the patient is mostly bedridden and she has difficulty going outside.

This was audio televisit only since the patient does not have any access to videos.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for stroke and Parkinson’s disease.

ASSESSMENT: UTI.

PLAN: To start the patient on cefadroxil 500 mg one tablet twice a day in liquid farm.

After the antibiotic course is done the patient will have repeat of urinalysis and culture.

I had a long discussion with daughter regarding treatment plan and all her questions are answered to her satisfaction and she verbalized full understanding. Also the patient is going to receive 100 cc more water flushes through G-Tube every six hours.
