He continues to have pain, which he described as sharp and rated pain 9/10.

He states he will and asks for a request for another CT scan. He states the original one he got in the clinic is refusing to give him a CD. So, he has to get another one. He was strongly advised to go directly to the emergency room because of the severity of his illness. He states he understands and will comply.
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
