HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 61-year-old male, with chief complaint of stroke.  The patient tells me that he had a stroke recently.  The patient was hospitalized. IMPRESSION

The patient has sustained a stroke on 01/31/2023.  The patient had right hemiparesis.  However, his right hemiparesis has completely resolved.  The patient has regained complete strength.  The patient is able to do all activities of daily living.  The patient is currently much improved.  The patient was told by the hospital that they may report him to do DMV for driving privileges.  However, the patient has not received any paperwork from the DMV yet.
RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Explained to the patient of the above diagnosis.
2. I recommend the patient to continue taking the enteric-coated aspirin 81 mg per day.

3. Recommend the patient continue to take atorvastatin.

4. Continue to take medications per primary care doctor.

5. Recommendation to quit smoking as soon as possible.

6. I have also explained to the patient and the wife common signs and symptoms for an acute stroke, which included hemiparesis, hemibody sensory changes, diplopia, dysarthria, and dysphagia.

7. Explained to him to go to the emergency room if he develops any stroke symptoms.
