As a matter of fact, he got head punched many times to the point that he does not remember. The patient has severe headache. The patient became confused and disoriented.  The patient has changed in personality.  The patient denies any loss of consciousness.  However, the patient had amnesia.  The patient tells me that he was confused, severe headaches and change in personality and amnesia for about one to two weeks after the match.  The patient was evaluated at a Local Community Hospital.  The patient was diagnosed with concussion.  The patient had cognitive resting and physical rest and observation at the hospital.

Since the event, the patient has left headache.  The patient has left orbital pain.
