History: Mr. Wood was seen today. He had lot of skin lesions on the back and I had referred him to Brazos Valley Dermatology where several biopsies were taken and several of them were negative, but at least two of them were positive and he is referred to Scott & White surgeon, Dr. Stewart, for further care. He has an area on the anal groove where it seems like he is going to need a biopsy. The patient has type II diabetes mellitus. He had stopped taking his metformin and just continuing the Trulicity, but he has restarted his metformin. His hemoglobin A1c had increased from 7.4 to 8.1, but now that he has restarted his metformin, he thinks his A1c should go down. He is not able to tolerate higher doses of metformin. The patient’s mental health is stable and with not any problems. He states he had followup for two years of his mediastinal lymphoma after it was diagnosed in 1980s, but they did not require any further lymphoma check after that. It was a non-Hodgkin’s lymphoma where he had surgery and chemotherapy. The patient is asymptomatic and not interested in any further testing at this time. His med list reconciled. He is going to be seen in the office in a month.
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
