CHIEF COMPLAINT: Abscess right lateral thigh.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient comes in today for followup of right lateral thigh abscess. The good news is that the abscess getting smaller and less red.

I looked at it via ultrasound to make sure there was no flesh-eating disease or flesh-eating condition or gas formation consistent with gangrene regarding this abscess. It is about half the size than it was before and definitely shown improvement. He is taking antibiotic Augmentin with good response and not having issues with nausea, vomiting, diarrhea.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Psoriasis and arthritis.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
MEDICATIONS: Includes Tremfya and also Augmentin.

ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Does not smoke. Does not drink on regular basis.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He is in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 216 pounds; no change. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 98.1. Respirations 16. Pulse 95. Blood pressure 120/78.

NECK: Shows JVD.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: Shows no rash. Abscess shows improvement as was discussed above.
ASSESSMENT:
1. Right lateral thigh abscess much reduced in size.

2. Ultrasound reveals the smaller size and no other underlying issues.

3. Continue with Augmentin.

4. Moist heat.

5. Findings discussed with the patient before leaving my office.
