ALVARADO, ENELDELIA

This is a 75-year-old woman with history of uterine cancer with bony metastasis. The patient lives with her granddaughter Melanie. She has refused treatment regarding the cancer. She has developed ascites, abdominal pain, swelling in the abdomen, has nausea, vomiting, severe pain, and bony metastasis. She is not eating. At one time, she was on chemotherapy, but she stopped it, is not interested in chemo or radiation at this time, she wants to be kept comfortable. The patient is eating very little. She is bedbound. She has lost 30 pounds just in the past month. She requires pain medications around the clock. She also suffers from kidney disease stage III, hypertension, aortic valve replacement, status post anemia and ascites related to cancer as well as bony metastasis. She is total ADL dependent. She lives with her granddaughter as I mentioned and she is also bowel and bladder incontinent. She most likely has weeks to live and is appropriate for hospice care. The hospice nurse will keep the patient stay comfortable, allow the patient to die in dignity at home and to receive the pain medication and the care that she needs along with training for her loved ones to be able to care for her as well. She has less than six months to live and definitely meets the criteria for hospice.
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
