The patient presents with history of congestion. She states allergy medications did not help. The patient had been seen here 13 days ago with respiratory infection, treated with Bromfed and Z-PAK and now with continued cough.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Few scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
Chest x-ray obtained and showed no abnormality.
DIAGNOSIS: Bronchitis.

PLAN: The patient is given repeat course of Z-PAK with Medrol Dosepak. Follow up as needed.
