The patient presents with history of sore throat with fever and headache for the past several days with some discomfort talking.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Occasional strep now for sometime and obesity.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise noncontributory. Past Medical History: Uneventful other than obesity as above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Tonsils increased and inflamed with early exudate formation. Neck: 1+ adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Bowel sounds normoactive. Back: No CVA tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Strep tonsillitis.
PLAN: The patient was offered injection, refused. Given prescription for amoxicillin to take for 10 days with strep precautions. Follow up as needed.
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
