Dear Dr. Saxena:

This is a followup for Mr. Ludwick who has chronic kidney disease, obstructive uropathy from bladder cancer, radical cystectomy, ileal loop, metastasis to the lungs, and underlying hypertension.  Last visit in December.  No hospital visits.  No infection in the urine, cloudiness, or blood.  No fever.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  Stable edema.  No claudication symptoms.  No chest pain, palpitation, or syncope.  Stable dyspnea.  No oxygen.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  No CPAP machine.  Follows with Dr. Sahay.  The lung nodules stable overtime.  They are related to bladder cancer biopsy proven.  Other review of systems is negative.

Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  Noticed bicarbonate and vitamin D125, the only blood pressure atenolol.
Physical Examination:  Today, blood pressure 147/82 right-sided and weight 158 pounds.  No localized rales or wheezes but distant.  No severe respiratory distress.  Normal oxygenation 99% on room air.  No arrhythmia or pericardial rub.  Ileal pouch.  No tenderness.  No ascites or masses.  No gross edema or focal deficits.  Normal speech.

Labs:  Chemistries in February, creatinine 2.8 if anything improved stable for the last five years or longer.  Present GFR 22 stage IV.  Normal sodium, potassium, and acid base.  Low albumin, corrected calcium and phosphorus normal.  PTH at 192.  Anemia 10.8.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage IV.

2. Obstructive uropathy and bladder cancer resection.

3. Ileal loop and ureteral stent.  Presently, no infection or abdominal pain.  No sepsis.  No fever.

4. Blood pressure well controlled.

5. Metabolic acidosis on replacement.

6. Secondary hyperparathyroidism on treatment vitamin D125.
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7. Blood pressure acceptable.

8. Lung metastasis stable.  No progression, not symptomatic.

9. Anemia.  No external bleeding.  No EPO treatment.

10. All issues discussed with the patient.  Come back in the next four to six months.
