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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in August 2019, at the Travis Air Force Base in California.  The patient was working at the Base.  The patient was bending over to work on something, as he tried to stand up, he hit the back of the head against metal support strut.  It was a metal part.  He hit the back of the head against it.  His head snapped forward after the hit.  He had severe dizziness.  He has severe headaches.  He also has nausea.  He vomited.  Denies any loss of consciousness.  However, the patient felt very lightheadedness, dizzy, and nauseous for the rest of the day.  The patient went to the Base Hospital Emergency Room.  The patient had a CT scan.  The patient was discharged from the emergency room.  However, after he was discharged, he continued to have vomiting.  He threw up. He had severe headache, nausea, and dizziness rest of the day.
Since the incidents, the patient has chronic headaches on a daily basis.  The patient has migraine headaches.  The patient has dizziness on everyday basis.  The patient has loss of balance.  His neck is painful.  He has got poor memory.  The patient has cognitive deficit.  The patient feels anxiety all the time.  The patient also appeared depressed with mood swings.  He also had tinnitus and ringing in the ears.  He has sleep problems.  The patient has significant insomnia symptoms.  The patient sees chiropractor care for the neck.  The patient also had physical therapy for the neck pain.  The patient has also been taking sumatriptan for migraines.  The patient also taking hydroxyzine for anxiety.  The patient has seen chiropractor for the neck pain.  The chronic headache is almost on a daily basis.
These symptoms are affecting his job.  The patient is currently working as an aircraft maintainer at the Air Force Base.  He is an active duty in the Air Force.  The chronic headache is affecting his job.  The patient has difficulty to concentrate.  Difficulty to focus.  The patient feels very nervous and stressed out at work.  The patient has significant memory loss.  He will forget the names to people he talks to.  He would forget about his job duties.  The dizziness and lightheadedness also affecting the way he performed on his job.  When he is maintaining an aircraft, he has sometimes dizziness and lightheadedness, which is affecting his balance.  His balance is poor at work.
