4. Indomethacin 75 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 90 days #180.

5. Gabapentin 300 mg one p.o. t.i.d. for 90 days #270.

6. Lisinopril/HCTZ 10/12.5 mg one p.o. daily for 90 days #90.

7. Metformin 1000 mg one p.o. daily for 90 days #90.

8. Tamsulosin 0.4 mg one p.o. daily for 90 days #90.

9. Pravastatin 20 mg one p.o. daily for 90 days #90.
