History: Ms. Stawnicz was seen today. She had a pretty virulent form of COVID-19 that has still left her with shortness of breath related to exertion. The patient had a walking pneumonia and was treated with antibiotics and steroids, Lagevrio for COVID. She improved and then developed asthmatic bronchitis with severe wheezing both sides of the lungs. She was given Breztri, which had a good steroid budesonide and the inhaler, but the patient did not like it because it burned her tongue. So, I started her on Trelegy inhaler and which she has tolerated it well, she is not wheezing today, her shortness of breath still persists. Her chest x-ray and sinus x-ray are normal and I feel the patient must see a cardiologist to be sure she has not developed some form of cardiomyopathy and a referral will be sent for that reason to cardiology. The patient’s mother has seen Dr. Mitchell in the past and she does want to see him, which is fine with me. A referral will be sent.
The Patient’s Problem: Even though her oxygenation is 98%, she still feels shortness of breath related to exertion.
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
