CC: Routine followup.

HPI: An 87-year-old seen in the room. The patient was seated in his recliner. He is pleasant and cooperative. The patient comes out for meals and occasional activities. I see him interacting with other residents and he is always very social, likes to talk to women. He has not had any falls or acute medical events. Denies pain. He is sleeping good with healthy appetite.

DIAGNOSES: Senile dementia without BPSD, gait instability in wheelchair, CKD III, HTN, BPH, glaucoma, depression, HLD, urinary incontinence and orthostatic hypotension.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.
DIET: Regular with thin liquid.
CODE STATUS: Now DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Pleasant alert male, able to give information.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 121/65. Pulse 71. Temperature 97.8. Respirations 18. Weight 168 pounds.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm. No MRG. PMI nondisplaced.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields clear. No cough. Symmetric excursion.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness. MUSCULOSKELETAL: Intact radial pulses. No LEE. He moves his limbs, can get himself transferred to and from chair. He also has a walker which he used to use and now is primarily using his wheelchair.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x2, has to reference for date and time, understands basic information given as well as can give information about himself and can voice his needs.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Routine check. The patient has been stable without any acute events. Continue with current plan of care and we will follow up in 30 days.
