HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 3-year-old little girl. Mother presents today with her complaints that daughter has a cough, runny nose, and also head lice. She also has been complaining of ear pain. Prevalent complaint is the cough and the runny nose.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Asthma.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: This patient has no known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father and siblings.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, no distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Pulse 80. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.8. Oxygenation 98% on room air. Current weight 33 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Bilateral tympanic membrane erythema. Oropharyngeal area erythematous as well. It hurts to swallow so she is drooling. There is no airway blockage at all.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. 
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

Remainder of exam is unremarkable.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: 

1. Acute pharyngitis and otitis media. The patient will be given amoxicillin 400 mg/5 mL, one teaspoon b.i.d. 10 days.
2. For cough and rhinitis, Histex PD 0.75 mL four times daily #30 mL.
3. Head lice noted on the scalp with nits and eggs on individual hairs. Natroba to be used as directed. She can rinse the hair after 10 minutes of use.

4. The patient is to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, and mother will assist in monitoring symptoms. She will return to clinic or call if needed.
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
