HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 47-year-old here for a refill. He has been here several times now giving a routine refill of his Klonopin 0.25 mg which he takes twice a day. It seems to help him, stabilized his emotions well. We are going to refill that today. The patient is doing well with his other medications. He does have medical history of seizure disorder, insomnia, schizophrenic disorder, depression, and anxiety. He has been once again helped by other medical professionals. He routinely sees a psychiatrist and he is in good spirits today. He is doing well.
I have encouraged him to return to his primary care physician for blood pressure management. He will follow up with that.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: As above.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Cholecystectomy.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Reviewed.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies. 
SOCIAL HISTORY: He smokes one-half pack of cigarettes on a daily basis. No drugs or alcohol.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is very pleasant, awake, alert and oriented, no distress whatsoever.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 150/84. Pulse 88. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.3. Oxygenation 98%.

HEENT: Largely unremarkable.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. 
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

Remainder of exam is unremarkable.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: 

1. Schizophrenic disorder. He continues to see his psychiatry for this and seems to be doing well.

2. Anxiety, very stable mood today, very calm and cheerful. The patient will get his Klonopin 0.25 mg b.i.d. #60. I have answered all his questions today.
