PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is in a wheelchair sleeping.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Eyes: Closed. ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.
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Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: He has a feeding G-tube.

Extremities: Showed some muscle wasting.

LABS: His recent lab showed creatinine of 0.52. His CBC is unremarkable.

DIAGNOSES:

3. Spastic quadriplegia.
