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1. EO, 23-year-old male seen with sore throat and body ache. Vital signs stable. Swab test negative. Toradol given in the ER, diagnosed with dental pain. Sent home with Tylenol No. 3 and Pen VK. He was very happy with the care received.

2. KP, 4-month-old baby seen with a rash on the back, diagnosed with dermatitis, given prednisolone liquid. No one answered the phone. Left message.

3. AG, 33-year-old with abdominal pain. Blood pressure initially elevated 146/101, came down to 117/71. Treated with Toradol. Amylase, lipase, pregnancy test, urinalysis, CBC, CMP, and CT all were negative. Treated with Motrin and Flexeril. Very happy with the care received and sent home with Motrin and Flexeril.

4. NG, 39-year-old woman with swelling of the right leg secondary to ant bites. Considered to be allergic reaction. Already improving. Decadron IM given. Clindamycin send home with the patient. She felt like the doctor did a great job.

5. EH, 21-year-old with severe pain when urinating. The patient is 31 weeks pregnant. The patient is in severe pain. It was felt like the patient may be in labor, questionable ruptured membrane. Fetal heart tone 140. White count 15,000. Chemistry within normal limits. The patient was sent to Memorial Hermann for further evaluation. Left message for the patient to call me back.

6. DH, 26-year-old with a dog bite, punctured wound on the right leg. Tetanus given. Dressed with Bacitracin, cleansed and irrigated. Sent home with fluconazole and Augmentin. Fluconazole for a different issue. She liked the Dr. A very much.

7. FJ, 54-year-old male seen with foot pain. X-rays negative. Blood pressure was initially elevated, came down slightly. The patient went and saw his primary care physician the next day. He got on blood pressure medicine now. Foot has been doing much better. X-rays were negative and he was happy with the care.
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8. NP, 29-year-old with possible UTI and pelvic pain. Vitals were stable. HCG negative. H&H 9 and 29. Chemistry negative. GC and Chlamydia were both negative. Flu B was positive. The patient was diagnosed with anemia, Flu B, PID. CT scan of the pelvic was negative. Treated with iron, azithromycin a gram, Tamiflu and Rocephin a gram. The patient’s phone number is not in service, but the workup and treatment were excellent.
9. LV, is a 63-year-old male with diarrhea, nausea, and vomiting. Blood pressure 175/111 improved with hydration. CT showed colitis. Swab test, chemistry, CBC, and urinalysis all negative. Sent home with Flagyl and Cipro. The number is a bad number.

10. AD, 35-year-old female with possible pink eye, stomach ache, headache, and body ache. Vitals were stable. Eyes were swollen. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with left-sided conjunctivitis. Urinalysis negative. Sent home with tobramycin, Augmentin and Motrin. She was happy with the care, doing much better.

11. CM, 37-year-old female with hemorrhoids. Vitals were stable. No history of liver disease. CBC and CMP negative. Potassium 3.2. The patient has been fasting for the past month. She was given morphine, Zofran, and IV fluids. CT showed constipation. The patient agreed to disimpaction and enema. Excellent results. She had a large bowel movement, feeling much and sent home with Flagyl and Anusol. Dr. A did do a rectal exam and did do a CT scan. The workup was complete and the patient said “I loved her”.

12. EH, this patient seen by NURSE PRACTITIONER. 70-year-old with rash on the hands. Vitals stable. Diagnosed with contact dermatitis. Treated with triamcinolone, liquid prednisolone. Left message.

13. ZD, 2-year-old with cough, congestion, and fever. Vitals were stable. Swab test negative. Treated with liquid Zyrtec. Left message.

14. BG, this is a 51-year-old female seen with severe stomach pain. The patient was seen by NURSE PRACTITIONER. Vitals were stable in the emergency room. IV fluid was started. Zofran, Pepcid, and Toradol were given. Chemistry was stable. White count 10,000. Positive strep. Swab test otherwise negative. Treated with Rocephin, Zofran and Amoxil. Sent home. Left message for the patient to call me.

15. KB, 20-year-old male with low back pain was seen by NURSE PRACTITIONER. This happened after lifting heavy stuff at home. He was treated with Toradol. No x-rays were done. Motrin was given and sent home. Please consider doing imaging on anyone with acute back pain. Left message for the patient to call me back.
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
